A GLIMPSE OF GOD 
Have you ever had a glimpse of God? Perhaps you 
perceived God’s presence in a quiet moment of prayer, a 
tender conversation with a loved one, or a difficult situation 
that was resolved unexpectedly. Peter, James, and John in 
today’s Gospel were given a glimpse of Christ’s glory on the 
mountain, as Jesus was transfigured before them.  

Abram put his faith in God and saw God’s power in a 
wondrous sign of covenant love. We have the promise of 
eternal life with God in heaven. This promise brings with it 
responsibility, as people who are called to live as Christ’s 
very own in the world. Lent is the perfect time to resolve to 
listen more attentively to the Lord and follow God’s ways, 
assured that in doing so, we put our faith in the one, true, 
and faithful God.

A Day for the Irish 
Thursday is St. Patrick’s Day, and along with St. 
Valentine, St. Patrick has become something of a 
celebrity in America. Patron saint of Ireland, Irish 
immigrants brought the feast day to America and the first 
recorded St. Patrick’s Day parade took place in 1762 in 
New York City. 

Although Patrick was not the first missionary to Ireland, 
he was more successful than those before him; his 
method of evangelization was to live in solidarity with the 
people. Yet even as we hold him in high esteem, it is 
interesting to learn that some of his fellow clerics did not 
do so. As a foreigner and with inadequate language skills 
for deep Gospel instruction, fellow priests considered him 
ignorant and uneducated, something of which Patrick 
himself was deeply conscious. 

Consequently, Patrick was always in awe of God’s help 
and grateful for the deeds he achieved, writing in his 
“confessions,” “...I am greatly a debtor to God who has 
bestowed on me such grace, that many people through 
me should be born again to God.” (Confessions, art. 38.) 

Part of St. Patrick’s prayer that is so appropriate not only 
at Lent but at all times is the following: 

Christ beside me, Christ before me. 
Christ behind me. Christ within me. 

Christ to the right of me. Christ to the left of me. 
Christ in my lying, in my sitting and in my rising. Amen.
